e [Oshino Hakkai] Oshino Hakkai is a group of springs located in Oshino Village,
Yamanashi Prefecture. The snow water from Mt. Fuji flows through the strata for decades
and is filtered into clear spring water, which seeps out from eight places to form a pond.
Its beautiful rural scenery and beautiful Mt. Fuji are so beautiful that it has been selected
as one of the 100 best places to visit and one of the 100 New Fuji Scenic Spots.

e Fuji Nishiko [Healing Reagan Sho Village] Saiko Lake Reagenba, a gassho-zukuri village
that merged with towns and villages, opened in 2006 and now has 20 gassho—zukuri
villages. Gassho-zukuri is a unique rural house building in Japan, with a thatched roof,
and a herringbone roof that resembles hands folded, hence the name. Gassho—-zukuri has
its own characteristics, and is now used to make traditional handicrafts, pottery, textiles,

souvenir shops, restaurants, and various shops. It is very popular with foreign tourists.

s Completed at the end of 2015, Mishima SkyWalk is the longest pedestrian suspension
bridge in Japan. It offers a 360-degree view of Mt. Fuji and Mt. |1zu, and is a 400-meter-
long suspension bridge for pedestrians. There is an observation deck with a view of Mt.
Fuji and Suruga Bay.

. [Numazu Fish Market] There is a Numazu fishing port in Shizuoka Numazu with a
beautiful view of Mt. Fuji, where you can enjoy fresh, delicious and cheap seafood,
whether it is sushi, sashimi, or even delicatessen, you can also enjoy deep-sea fish
burgers and tendon.

s Nihondaira is located in the middle of Shizuoka Prefecture, in a hilly area that
corresponds to Suruga Bay and the |zu Peninsula, and is designated as a prefectural
natural park. From here, you can see Mt. Fuji and Suruga Bay in the distance, and you
can enjoy a wide landscape.

s Kuno Yamashogu Shrine is a shrine located in Suruga—ku, Shizuoka City, and the main
deity is Tokugawa leyasu, the pioneer of the Edo shogunate. It has been designated as an

Important Cultural Property by the Japanese government.

In addition to the
popular Takayama festivals and festivals in Japan, the Edo period wooden buildings of
Jinya have been preserved as residences and shops.

¢ Shirakawa—go Gassho Village, a World Heritage Site, is located in the northwestern part
of Gifu Prefecture, and is a quiet mountain village surrounded by mountains, paddy
fields, and rivers. A total of 114 gassho-zukuri-zukuri farmhouses (thatched herringbone

wooden roofs) are lined up and designated as a UNESCO World Heritage Site in 1995.

The
area around the moat of Hachiman, which is built with black lacquered panels and
lattice windows, has been designated by the government as an "Important Traditional

Construction Preservation Area" by the government.

¢ The Food Sample Handmade Sculpture is a production center for simulated food
models, and you can experience the process of making food models first-hand.

* Tokugawaen Garden: Tokukawaen Garden is a strolling garden, just like Kenrokuen
Garden in Kanazawa City, Ishikawa Prefecture, where you can enjoy the garden scenery
around the building.

e [Ujibeyodoin] A transcendent fairyland and an atmosphere of the Pure Land of Bliss.
This is the ultimate of Japan's imagination of the Western Elysium. In 1994, the "Phoenix
Hall" was designated as a World Cultural Heritage by the United Nations under the



condition of rare national treasures such as "wooden canopy, statue of Bodhisattva in
the clouds, golden and bronze statue of phoenix, Buddhist bell and mural”, and the

historical value of "Byodoin" itself.
