XSonnenf jord: Located in the center of the fjord country, the fjord flows through many glaciers
and mountains and is a beautiful tourist attraction. Sundstrand is Norway s largest strait and
the longest and deepest strait in the world. It is a member of the United Nations World
Heritage List.

XFlam: The village is the starting point of the mountain train “Flam Railway” , from which you
can enjoy the most characteristic scenery, and the whole village realizes the perfect
integration of man and nature.

XCanal Train: The Flam Railway is one of the highlights of Norway in miniature. The
20-kilometer-long scenic railroad starts at Flam at the bottom of the canyon and ends at
Midal Station in the mountains, where the entire journey takes about an hour.

*Narroway Canyon: [World Heritage Site, Bus Tour] Narroway Canyon, named after Njord, the
Scandinavian god of the sea, is rated as one of the most beautiful canyons in the world.

It was inscribed on the World Natural Heritage List in 2005.
